B. Review of Proposed Agenda and Call for Additional Business Items

The agenda was reviewed. No additional business items were added.
C. Review of Minutes from Last Meeting (June 28, 2004 Orlando)

The minutes from the Orlando meeting were approved without changes.
D. Old Business

Preservation Education Directory - design/update

Suggested changes to the Directory were solicited; there were no further recommendations. The Chair offered to check hits using the ALA “Search” function. She will email Julie Reese and ask that the updated version be mounted. When it does, Karen asked that all Education Committee members review it. The Chair will post announcements on PADG and CoOl when the update is available. The Chair also offered to contact the U. of IL regarding the change in their numbering system for courses and solicit changes to the Directory. It was agreed at the Annual meeting 2005 to discuss mechanisms for updating the content/information of the Directory.
E. Preservation Instruction, Education and Outreach (Jill Rawnsley)

Jill reported on the Discussion Group. In total, 25 people attended. The group discussed core competencies for “Preserving Access” in the ALCTS Education Committee’s Educational Policy Statement. The two major issues were (1) what staff level/s the competencies mean to address, and (2) how to include library support staff. Suggestions for changes focused on the competencies for all librarians. Karen Brown, liaison to the ALCTS Education Committee, will incorporate suggestions into the existing document and solicit feedback from the DG attendees before submitting the update to Jimmie Lundgren, Chair of the task force responsible. Karen will also ask Jimmie what the target level is – preservation librarians, all librarians, etc. Committee members suggested that updating this policy to address all levels could be relegated to the Policies & Research Committee of ALCTS/PARS. The Chair will bring this recommendation to the Executive Committee for consideration.

There was not enough time for the second topic, “Giving Preservation Information to the Public: Issues and Resources; it was suggested to postpone the topic for Annual. In addition, updates from Simmons/NEDCC about their IMLS grant to develop a core curriculum for preservation for library school faculty to use, and a status report on the core competencies statement, will also be on the agenda. Other suggested topics included (1) pricing for preservation workshops, (2) using our collections to promote preservation – marketing preservation, (3) and providing an opportunity to have a dialogue with library school faculty, preservation professionals, as well as library directors. Attendees were also interested in finding ways to reach out to the new library support staff section and provide them with educational opportunities.
F. ALCTS Education Committee Report - K. Brown

Karen Brown reported that ALCTS is interested in increasing their CE offerings. It was decided at the Saturday a.m. meeting that the ALCTS Education Committee would recommend 4 “fundamentals” courses: acquisitions, cataloging, preservation, and technical services management. It was felt that offering these courses for credit was too complex and was dismissed by the committee, although member of ALCTS/PARS Education felt that for some constituencies, e.g., school librarians, that the credits were very important. Tom Teper may be asked to develop the content for the preservation course, based on his pre-conference tentatively scheduled for Annual 2005. There is no formal mechanism for content development outside the existing procedures for programs and publications. Karen LeTarte, Chair, will discuss this with ALCTS.

Karen LeTarte asked the committee for suggestions about creating synergy between publications, programming, and education in the various sections. The committee recommended that the Chair work with other chairs in ALCTS to forward this. 
The Council of Regional Groups now has a new committee, Continuing Education, being chaired by Cynthia Waters, to maintain and inventory of available CE offerings and to facilitate delivery of that content through ALCTS. 
Karen Brown reported to the ALCTS Education Committee that the Directory had been updated, and on the four programs scheduled for Annual 2005 sponsored by PARS.
G. Action Items

As a follow-up to the discussion regarding core competencies the ALCTS PARS Education Committee suggested that in the next discussion group meeting there be a discussion about ways of improving communication between ALISE, PARS, and LAMA/Library Organization and Management Section, as well as the new library support staff section. A forum will be planned based on the outcomes of this discussion.
A core competencies policy statement in keeping with the ALCTS Educational Policy and parallel to the AIC policy should be generated by/with the Policy, Planning & Research Committee that addresses all levels of librarianship – library faculty, professionals, and support staff.

It should be recommended that all ALCTS offerings offer course credits to ensure wide participation in the field.
H. New Business

The committee reviewed the ALA Draft Strategic Plan and agreed that Goal II: Education, should be re-numbered as listed to (1), (3), (4), and (2). A new objective – regular review and maintenance of standards for education/accreditation, was recommended. These suggestions will be submitted using the feedback form shortly after the conference by the committee Chair.
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
