· Minutes from Orlando meeting approved.

· Report from Reformatting DG.  Two digital repository speakers (LOCKSS and OCLC), discussion was well attended.

· Majority of time was spent finalizing plans for the two programs being offered by the Committee at Annual in Chicago.  The discovery via the preliminary program listing and descriptions pamphlet that there was already a PARS program for Chicago discussing preservation of recorded sound threw us for a loop as one of our panel topics was reformatting of recorded sound.  

· Possible program idea for New Orleans on Digital Repositories was discussed, based on response from audience at discussion group.
