Poster Session Guidelines

WHAT?:  A opportunity to share preservation information with colleagues, modeled after the all-ALA program.  Posters may present:

· a report of a research study,

· an analysis of a practical problem-solving effort

· a description of an innovative program.

WHY?:  To facilitate the exchange of information among PADG members, providing a means to communicate ideas, research, and programs.

WHO?:  Members of PARS or other library preservation professionals

WHERE?:  PADG meeting, Friday, June 23, 2006 in New Orleans, LA. Exact time during the afternoon and hotel meeting location to be announced. 
WHEN?:  Posters will be set-up before the meeting begins and taken down after the meeting ends. Poster creators will be expected to stand beside their poster, discussing the content, during the 30 minute break period in the middle of the discussion group. 

STEPS:
· Submit an idea to PADG co-chairs.

· Develop display scheme for data or information.

· Use color and graphics to add visual interest.

· Affix display to stiff card or board support, approximately 2’ x 3’ (large enough so that 3 to 5 people can all see it at the same time).

· Posters will be arranged on table tops.  A triptych arrangement (3 panels with hinges at the two connection lines) has worked very well for many previous presenters. 

· Create a handout with your name, contact info, project details and a brief synopsis.  Bring 50 copies to PADG. Business cards might also be nice.
