8. What problems were encountered with metadata and how were these overcome?

9. What recommendations would you make for others beginning to implement
             metadata schemes for digitization and preservation purposes?

10. Which other departments in the library worked with Preservation or Digital service units on implementing metadata, and are the same constituents involved now?

11. What are some of the beneficial surprises to working with metadata

             schemes that were not initially anticipated?
