Poster Session Guidelines

WHAT:  An opportunity to share preservation information with colleagues, modeled after the all-ALA program.  Posters may present:

· a report of a research study,

· an analysis of a practical problem-solving effort

· a description of an innovative program.

WHY:  To facilitate the exchange of information among PAIG members, providing a means to communicate ideas, research, and programs.

WHO:  Members of PARS or other library preservation professionals

WHERE:  PAIG Midwinter meeting in Denver, CO
WHEN:  Posters will be set-up at 8:00 am and taken down after 12:30 pm on Saturday, January 24.  Presenters will be expected to stand beside their posters, discussing the content, for 25 to 35 minutes, during the mid-meeting break (around 10:00 am).
Details:
· Submit an idea to PAIG co-chairs.

· Create your display. Poster should be brief and clearly organized and easy to read from 3 to 4 feet away. If you can cover your project in about 10 powerpoint slides you’re halfway there. 
· Posters will be arranged on table tops and should be about 3’ high by 3’ wide.  A triptych arrangement (two 1’ side panels hinged to a 1½ - 2’ center panel) stand up well and packs up easily.
· Create a handout with your name, contact info, project details and a brief synopsis.  Bring 50 copies to PAIG.
