About the Speakers and Sessions
Forging the Future: New Tools for Variable Media Art Preservation 
While the number of tools for making and distributing culture has exploded in the last half-century, it is hard to find a tool for preserving those ephemeral performances, installations, and digital artifacts. Forging the Future, a consortium of museums and cultural heritage organizations, aims to fill that gap with a toolset based on preservation standards and strategies.
This presentation focuses on two of the tools: the  Variable Media Questionnaire (VMQ),an interactive preservation database, and the Media Art Notation System (MANS) developed as a metadata schema to contain data gathered from the VMQ  Presenters will discuss how MANS compares and differs from existing preservation metatdata standards.
Sharon Quinn Fitzgerald

Head of Technical Services and Library Web Manager for the University of Maine
Sharon serves on System and statewide committees charged with developing digital collections to unique Maine resources. Various team projects to increase public access to information resources drawing on developing metadata schema include: MEMAP (Maine Environmental Monitoring), Maine Music Box (Multimedia digital music library), Spatial Odyssey (a GIS full text database), the Archives Imaging Project, and a published project to develop a non-bibliographic database of community resources using the Community Information Format.
Marilyn Lutz
Director for Information Systems Planning, University of Maine System Libraries
Marilyn has been instrumental in positioning the University of Maine System libraries for a rapid transition from print to electronic based collections and services, and in the evolution of a statewide network for resource sharing. Her current work focuses on the development of digital libraries as fundamental to research in all disciplines. Prior to coming to Maine, she was employed by the Online Computer Library Corporation (OCLC). She has spent the last decade adapting new technologies required for digital libraries, working with digital media conversion, encoding, and knowledge management systems; experimenting with networked information organization and retrieval; and developing services to archive and preserve digital information. Her expertise includes cataloging and classification practice, the application of descriptive and technical metadata standards, and organizing mechanisms for collections of scientific datasets. As a librarian and information management specialists, her focus is on how research libraries can contribute to research, theory and practice from a myriad of disciplines.
About the Speakers and Sessions

Preservation at the Network Level: 
Print Archives And Large Scale Digitization 
Large-scale digitization, shared print storage and changing attitudes about libraries raise questions about how we manage our preservation programs so that they meet local needs and support broader efforts to sustain the intellectual record. A panel of invited experts will present research and participate in a discussion on the ways that local preservation efforts can intersect with national trends in collection management and library development.
Constance Malpas

Program officer, OCLC-RLG Programs

Constance she manages projects related to cooperative management of library print collections and the redefinition of library service requirements in the online scholarly environment. Her current work focuses on measuring and managing preservation risks in the system-wide library print collection, and operational process automation for distributed library management. Since 2004, she has worked with the Research Libraries Group to support university and independent research institutions in adopting collaborative approaches to library service and infrastructure development. Prior to joining RLG, she served as Manager of Digital Initiatives and Public Health Informatics at the New York Academy of Medicine, worked as a consultant on international software development projects and served for five years as the executive administrator of an international scholarly society.  
Cathy Martyniak
Head of Preservation, University of Florida
Cathy works as the Head of Preservation at the University of Florida, a position she has held since 1999, following a year as Head of Binding. Prior to this, she served as Preservation Librarian for Tulane University. Cathy has been involved with ALA since 1995 and received the ALCTS Presidential Citation in 2007, in recognition of her efforts on behalf of PARS, where she launched the Digital Preservation Interest Group, served as Chair of the Preservation Administrators Discussion Group and chaired the Definitions of Digital Preservation Working Group.
Roger Schonfeld

Manager of Research, Ithaka
Roger leads the research group at Ithaka, where he analyzes the impacts that new technologies are having on higher education to help the community respond strategically. His recent work has focused on the transition to an electronic-only environment for scholarly resources, faculty attitudes and research patterns in this emerging environment, and the history and future of preservation and book survivability. Roger currently serves on the NSF Blue Ribbon Task Force on Sustainable Digital Preservation and Access.
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
