Damage Reports

National Register and Local Register Properties (publicly and privately owned)
· Bruce Coons of SOHO San Diego reports that multiple structures in the San Pasqual Valley have been destroyed. Several are owned by the city of San Diego, including the Old Adobe Schoolhouse, two Judson Houses, and the Sikes Adobe.
· Several areas of San Diego County are to be assessed 11/3/2007.
· SOHO San Diego is updating its assessment page as information becomes available: http://sohosandiego.org/main/fires.htm
· Not all of the sites listed on the SOHO San Diego Web page are on the National Register; some are registered locally.

· John Knoerl of the NPS Cultural Resources GIS Facility reported that using the fire map on October 24th and a 20-mile buffer, 655 individual properties and 15 historic districts from the National Register were identified as possibly being affected by the fires. With a 1-mile buffer, numerous individual properties and zero historic districts were identified as such.

· Anthony Veerkamp of the National Trust suggested approaching Google Maps for imagery of the fire-affected areas.

· Historic structures/collections on tribal land:

· Rincon – numerous historic buildings and church lost.
· La Jolla – historic adobe 95% lost.
· Barona Cultural Center and Museum – has been assessed by the Balboa Art Conservation Center and will work to clean up smoke damage.
Park Systems
· One California State Park, San Pasqual Battlefield, is reporting loss of sheds and bridges; and two parks remain closed at this time.

· Archaeological sites will take more time to assess. Bruce Coons and California State Historic Preservation Officer Wayne Donaldson will be visiting sites in Ramona on 11/5/2007 that are believed to have been bulldozed in efforts to contain the fire.

Collecting Institutions

· No National Park Service sites have been reported as experiencing loss of cultural resources.

· Julie Page of the California Preservation Program (www.calpreservation.org) reported that the State Library has established a blog for public libraries to use (http://blog.library.ca.gov/).

· 8 San Diego County libraries have smoke and ash damage; 1 with substantial damage, but all should be reopened by the week of 11/5/2007.

· No reports of damage to Julian, Fallbrook, or Ramona Historical Societies, but damage to other historical societies remains to be assessed.

· San Diego Archaeological Center – no fire damage but it is experiencing a loss of phones and DSL, which means no fire or security protection for another three weeks.
· Alan Aiches of FEMA suggested that the institution contact the Joint Field Office, Public Assistance, 626-431-3000 to find out whether FEMA will pay for temporary security services until phone and DSL are repaired.
