This is the thirteenth Book and Paper Group Annual, a non-juried anthology of papers
pertaining to the conservation and preservation of works of art on paper, books and library
and archival materials. The Annual has become a valuable reference and resource tool for
members of the Book and Paper Group as well as for an increasingly wider audience.
This issue includes ten papers delivered at the 1993 Book and Paper Group Specialty
Session, AIC 22nd Annual Meeting in Nashville. The success of the Annual over the past
thirteen years rests solely with those who have willingly contributed information for
publication and those who have served as compilers.
