Meeting registration will open at 4:45 p.m. on Friday, October 20 in the Arizona State 
Museum lobby and will remain open during the Opening Reception.  On Saturday, October 21 
and Sunday October 22 the registration table will be set up in the CCP lobby and will open at 
8:30 a.m.     
 
The CCP is located at 1030 North Olive Road in the Fine Arts complex in the northwest 
corner of the University of Arizona (UA) campus. It is labeled “Schaeffer” on the campus map.  
WAAC's Annual Meeting will be held on Saturday, October 21 and Sunday, October 22; doors 
open at 8:30 a.m. and meeting presentations will take place from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  
 
The Opening Reception  for conference registrants and their ticketed guests will be held on 
Friday, October 20 from 5:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. at the Arizona State Museum (ASM) which is 
located at the north east corner of the intersection of Park Ave. and University Blvd. just 
inside the UA Main Gate.  PLEASE NOTE: Due to an ADA renovation project at the front 
entrance of the ASM, visitors will be directed to the entrance on the east side of the building.  
Signs will be posted to guide the way.   
 
The Annual Banquet will be held at El Charro Café on Saturday October 21 from 7:00 to 9:00 
p.m.  Established in 1922, it is the nation's oldest Mexican restaurant in continuous operation 
by the same family and features traditional Sonoran cultural style and innovative Tucson style 
Mexican food.  Tickets are required.  Transportation to El Charro from the UA can be 
arranged if needed.  The Banquet will be casual and will be held in an outdoor patio.  The 
evening temperatures will cool down considerably.
